Shoreland Protection Ad Hoc Comm — McKeon will meet with Carrier to discuss the
outcome of the comm. McKeon advised the informative letter is completed and the
Selectboard needs to authorize mailing it to the residents on Spofford Lake and the
Connecticut River. The committee has also come up with a proposed ordinance for
the Planning Board to review prior to its going to Town Meeting. This ordinance
mirrors the Shoreland Water Quality Protection Act (SWQPA) but because it is a
Town ordinance it would allow Greenwood to investigate complaints.
