Brockmann recently met with the Conservation Commission on the Tree Planting Program to 
plant three trees. Brockmann requested approval from the Selectboard of the locations for the 
trees, one on Route 63 near the old Town Office, one by the school and one near the fire 
station. Brockmann stated that the bench is hidden by the two plants across the street from the 
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Chesterfield Fire Department. The cemetery sexton should be contacted to discuss trimming 
them, instead of removing them.  The selected sites for tree planting were approved.
